Documentation in the medical record
must include a note indicating

the date when a postpartum visit

occurred and one of the following:
= Pelvic exam.

= Evaluation of weight, BP, breasts
and abdomen.

= Notation of postpartum care,
including, but not limited to: PP
care,” “PP check,” “6-week check.

= Perineal or cesarean incision/wound
check.

- Screening for depression, anxiety,
tobacco use, substance use
disorder, or pre-existing mental
health disorders.

- Glucose screening with
gestational diabetes.

= Documentation of activity for any of
the following topics:

- Infant care or breastfeeding.

- Resumption of intercourse, birth
spacing, or family planning.

- Sleep/fatigue.

- Resumption of physical activity
and attainment of healthy weight.
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
